Cardboard

Scissors

Glue

Masking tape

Pen/pencil

A variety of coloured textas

Items to decorate with ie. Sequens, colourful paper, ribbon, fabric, feathers
Stick (you can get creative with this and use whatever you can find!)

1. After doing some sketches, decide on the shape of the mask you wish to
make. Draw it on cardboard and cut it out. Cut out holes for the eyes too.

2. Colour in the mask however you fancy...




3. Decorate your mask using the materials you have, get as crazy as you like.

4. Decorate a stick with ribbons and tape it to the back.




5. Now you are nearly ready for the parade.. time to make your costume!
